The Joint Acquisition Task Force (JATF), within USSOCOM s Science and Technology (S&T) directorate, has
previously been oriented on protecting the operator in the physical domain, as part of the Tactical Assault Light
Operator Suit (TALOS) project. The key outcomes of the TALOS project include: the pioneering of innovative
processes; technology spin-outs that increases survivability, human performance, situational awareness, and
surgical lethality; the acceleration of SOCOM research in the human-machine interface; and the reinforcement of
our need to experiment with prototypes and foster a learning culture. As the project draws to a close in 2019, the
JATF has refocused on the Hyper-Enabled Operator (HEO) concept. The HEO concept emerged from our need to
embrace our future operating environment and is intended to focus on cognition at the edge - the dismounted SOF
professional operating at the edge in austere or denied environments empowered by technologies that increase
situational awareness, reduce cognitive load, and accelerate decision-making. The purpose of the HEO definition
is to place the technological emphasis on the individual dismounted SOF operator that is performing SOF activi-
ties at the edge. This emphasis highlights the first SOF Truth, “Humans are more important than hardware,” and
distinguishes the enabling technologies the operator will use at the edge. The enabling technologies include data
assets, adaptive and flexible sensors, scalable tactical communications, edge computing, embedded algorithms,
and tailorable human-machine interfaces.
